A person who has 

never had chicken-

pox or chickenpox 

vaccine could get 

chickenpox from 

someone with shin-

gles. 

The vaccine is for 

adults 60 years and 

older. 

The vaccine can be 

of benefit if given 

after the acute phase 

of shingles.   

Getting the vaccine 

after recovery from 

shingles can modify 

or possibly prevent a 

further reoccurrence . 

Advise the patient to 

seek further advice 

from their physician.

From the desk of the TAICõs Medical Advisor...Kristi Kline, MD                  

òBACK-TO-SCHOOL: THINK IMMUNIZATIONS!ó 

òCommunity/Herd Immunityó 

Herd Immunity is a type of im-

munization protection that oc-

curs when the vaccinations of a 

portion of the population 

(òherdó) provides protection for 

unprotected individuals. It is like 

a firewall that protects individual 

transmission of the disease from 

p e r s o n  t o  p e r s o n .                

òWhat is a òjab?ó   

  A jab is an òaffectionateó 

nickname for an immuni-

zation in England & other 

parts of the world. Not all 

immunizations are deliv-

ered by syringe & needle 

(hence, òjabó)...several 

vaccines are delivered by 

oral & nasal routes.                    

What is the meaning of THESE terms: 

òInfant Cocooning?ó 

Until newborns & infants can be 

fully protected from flu & per-

tussis (òwhooping coughó), im-

munizing the infantõs parents, 

grandparents, siblings & caregiv-

ers minimizes their exposure to 

these life-threatening diseases. 

Pertussis is on the rise in Okla-

homa & across the nation.  

Highlights  from an article written for 

the August 2010 Tulsa Kids Maga-

zine by Dr. Klineé 

  Back-to-School (BTS) and Im-

munizations (Izs)-two thoughts 

that can be somewhat stressful! 

òBack-to-Schooló means sum-

mer is almost over and rigorous 

s c h e d u l e s  a r e  a h e a d . 

òImmunizations means decisions 

must be made and cries will 

probably be heard. I canõt do 

much for the cries that often 

come with the shots, but maybe 

I can help make your decision 

better informed with a little in-

formation on the current immu-

nization schedule. 

-If you have an infant, BTS may 

not be your main concern right 

now.  The current schedule in-

cludes Hepatitis B, Rotavirus, 

DTaP, Hib, Pneumococcal, In-

fluenza & Inactivated Polio. At 1 

year-Measles, Mumps, Rubella, 

Varicella & Hepatitis A.  

-Kindergarten-boosters for many 

vaccines given in infancy. 

-Once your child enters school, a 

lull until adolescence except for 

yearly influenza  immunizations. 

-Age 11-12 yrs. recommended 

Tdap booster (which will be 

required for the SY2011-12), 

HPV, and Meningococcal vac-

cines, & yearly flu vaccines. 

-College-Hepatitis B & MMR 

documentation for classes on 

campus. Meningococcal vaccine 

required for students living in 

dorms in many colleges & uni-

versities including OSU & OU. 

Parents, it is not only your chil-

dren who need to be immunized! 

There are a few...recommended 

for YOU as well including the 

following vaccines: Influenza 

and  Tdap  for whooping cough.

At the July 8th, 2010 meeting of 

the Oklahoma Immunization 

Advisory Committee (OIAC) in 

Tulsa, OK, Dr. Kristy Bradley, 

State Epidemiologist, gave the 

following statistics related to the 

tragic March 2010 meningitis 

outbreak in the Oologah-Talala 

School District. Oologah-Talala 

Schools have 1850 students 

from pre-k to 12th grade, essen-

tially sharing the same campus 

and transportation system.  

7 students became ill within 

a 5 day period & were in-

fected with  serotype òCó  

N. meningitides  

Tragically, a 7 yr. old boy & 

8 yr. old girl died within 24 

hours of developing òflu-

likeó symptoms, and a 3rd 

student (a boy, age 6 yrs.) 

survived but sadly became a 

quadruple amputee who will 

require prosthetic limbs &  

multiple facial surgeries  to 

repair the ravages of this 

very aggressive disease. 

Four additional students 

were hospitalized (3 grade 

schoolers and 1 high school 

senior) but made full recov-

eries. 

1,063 students, teachers, 

staff & custodians received 

chemoprophylaxis with 

ceftriaxone & rifampin.  

1,456 meningitis immuniza-

tions were administered 

during specially scheduled 

clinics .  

1,250 children received 

MCV4 vaccine. Their ages 

ranged from  2-18 years. 

1,092 (87.4%) of those chil-

dren  receiving immuniza-

tions were VFC-eligible. 

206 adults were immunized 

(MCV4 or PSV4). 

An 8th & 9th  case of men-

ingitis in other OK counties 

around this time were NOT 

serotype òcó linked cases.  

The outbreak was handled 

in an efficient & timely 

manner by county & state 

public health agencies, 

school administration, 

Oologahõs local physician 

(Dr. Stauffer) & a host of 

community response part-

ners. 

(Permission to print & statistics 

verified by Dr. K. Bradley via 

KS 8/23/10). 

Physicians administer HPV vac-

cines to their patients (98% of 

Pediatricians to 88% Family 

Practitioners).   

 Only 57% to 50%, respectively, 

strongly recommend vaccine for 

adolescents 11-12 years of age. 

But, for ages 13 through 18 years 

of age, 90% of Pediatricians and 

86% Family Practitioners recom-

mend HPV immunizations. Ob-

stacles to coverage include lack 

of insurance & vaccine costs.

Idaho has had 77 cases of con-

firmed Pertussis cases in the 1st 

6 months of this year, which is 

nearly 2 times the number as last 

yearõs total. Approximately 35% 

of Idaho children who are less 

than 3 years of age are not vacci-

nated.

 South Carolina has had 81 cases 

of Pertussis in the 1st 5 months 

of 2010 which is twice the num-

ber of people as in the same 

period in the previous 3 years. 

36% of the cases have occurred 

in children age 1 or younger; in 

half of these cases, the children 

had NOT been immunized.

Thatõs 

the highest number of cases in 

the past 50 years.
